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Study of Career Barrier for the Disabled
College Students

Abstract

The goal of this paper probes into the encountered problems of career
development for disabled college students. Based on the social-cognitive career
theory to be the interview structure, we interviewed disabled students deeply.
According to the analyzed data, we observed several valuable results: Because of their
disability, disabled students showed to be low self-concept and they thought their
career choice is limited; therefore they expected a low self-efficacy in career and
resulted in career barrier. Meanwhile, due to the barrier of themselves, their family
also gave low expectation in career development of disabled students, and that will
limit the career exploration. We hope these results can be helpful to the career

counseling of disabled students.
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
